· Clarification:

· At the meeting there were 2 administrative issues were raise which are clarified below:

· Description of Board of Advisors:

The board requirements are described on page 8 of the RFA, “Programs will be expected to have a Board of Advisors, drawn from experts outside the project.  These advisors will meet annually to review and provide guidance on Center activities.  While a description of the Board's activities should be included in the application, potential members of the Board should not be named, contacted, or selected until an award has been made.  This stipulation will allow a wider pool of potential reviewers of the application.  Costs for activities of the Board of Advisors should be included in the budget.”

· Research Plan Content:
On page 11, the RFA states that the Program may be presented with distinct but interrelated projects or as a comprehensive narrative of the objectives, scope, and specific aims.  The overall research plan should not exceed 100 pages.  The research plan may include all or any of the following: program overview, description of projects or cores, or overall narrative.
